ACL Music Festival 
Friday, Oct. 3-Sunday, Oct. 5

ACL Festival will close Barton Springs Rd. eastbound from Rollingwood Dr., as well as various lane closures along Barton Springs Rd. This will occur throughout the weekend. There will be shuttles running daily from Republic Square Park from 11:00 AM to 11:00 PM. Austin Film Festival

All State employees must remove their personal vehicles from all surface parking lots in the Capitol Complex area by 6:00 PM. Garage T and W are also available for those with badge access to these garages. After-Hours State Employee Parking
State employees (with texas.gov emails) are permitted one FREE after-hours event parking permit on a first come, first served basis. State employees must register for FREE after-hours event and Garage N daytime parking by using the new parking contractor webpage link:

State employees must use the above link to register for parking in advance or scan the onsite QR Code for each visit. Parking attendants are not present at all times. State employees should have their State of Texas ID available if requested by a parking attendant. DPS issued parking stickers on vehicles are not sufficient for free entry after-hours (including weekends). 

State Garage B and/or G may be temporarily leased during Moody Center events, for free parking proceed to other open parking locations.

State Garage N is available for free State employee parking and paid public parking for daytime and after-hours parking.
